Assignments submitted will automatically undergo an originality check by TurnItIn. Generally, a total similarity index of 15% or higher, with 20 or more consecutive words, will prompt further investigation. The academic who assesses the assignment will refer to the originality report and make an academic judgement on whether plagiarism has occurred.
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
